
Chetwynd Secondary Hockey Academy

The academy will be open to male and females, of every skill level, in grades 8 through 12 who are registered at Chetwyned Secondary students as of the 2012/
13 school year.

The cost will be $1,120 or 5 payments of $224.00 (includes HST) for a one semester (five month) program. The program will be offered first semester (September
to January).

The program includes 3 on-ice sessions and 2 off-ice sessions per week as well as performance testing, theory and special events. Our ice time will likely be Mon,
Tue & Wed afternoons and Off Ice Thu & Fri afternoons inside the school timetable.

The Hockey Academy does not interfere with Minor Hockey (students participate in their respective minor hockey associations) &/or school sports.

There will be two professional on ice hockey instructors/coaches and one goaltending instructor as well as a trained teacher from Chetwynd Secondary on the ice
at all times. * Goaltending instruction will be provided if there is sufficient demand (2 to 4 goaltenders per group). Certified on-ice staff and assigned teacher will
instruct all off-ice and attend events.

Students will be given four PE or BAA credits upon successful completion of the program.

Interested new parents and students are strongly encouraged to attend the Chetwynd Hockey Academy Open House on January 31st@ 7:00pm at the
Chetwynd Secondary School.

We will begin accepting completed registration forms and payment February 1st at 8:30am at Chetwynd Secondary or online at
www.rpmhockey.com Registrations will be accepted on a first come, first served basis, and will be date and time-stamped. In fairness to all potential applicants,
registrations will not be accepted before this time. Registration does not guarantee a spot in the academy.

*Student is registered to attend Chetwynd Secondary in September 2012
*Student has demonstrated a respectful and responsible approach to being a good student and hockey player
*Date and time of registration - Space is limited.
